ROBOTIC PROCESS AUTOMATION (RPA) »

Although the term "robotic process automation” (RPA) encourages thinking about robots
doing human tasks, actually, it is a software solution. In the context of RPA, a "robot”
corresponds to a software program. For business processes, the term RPA stands for
technological extrapolation and human worker whose goal is to solve structured and
repetitive tasks quickly and profitably.

But software bots can do
it efficiently and more consistently than humans, without having to get up and stretch or
take a coffee break.
RPA is not Al and Al is not RPA. But the combination of RPA and Al is unlocking huge new
possibilities for businesses everywhere. First, RPA technology now makes it possible to
embed advanced artificial intelligence skills in the form of machine learning models,
natural language processing (NLP), character and image recognition, and more into RPA
robots. Giving Al robots these skills dramatically expands their ability to handle cognitive
processes that require things like:

o Understanding documents including semi-structured or unstructured data

e Al also makes it possible to scientifically discover a variety of automation

opportunities and build robust automation pipelines through RPA applications such
as process mining.
o Screen visualization (including virtual desktops)
e Understanding speech and continuing conversations and chats
